Parallel Parking (4-Pole) [image: image1.jpg]



* F denotes Front pole, R denotes Rear pole. 
1. Stop the car besides the 1st pole at 0.5m. (F1)
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2. Reverse until F1 pole cannot be seen on left side of the rear windscreen then proceed to turn the wheel fully left.
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3. Check the right side-mirror until the pole in R1 appears. Turn the wheel one round right. Continue until R2 appears, also for the second time. Return steering to original position.
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4. Continue to reverse until F1 reaches the left corner wiper tip of your car. Turn the wheel one round right. Continue moving until F1 pole reaches the other side of the wiper tip, turn right another round. Check the rear of the car, continue reversing until it almost reaches the pole then quickly return the wheel two rounds.
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5. Move forward and adjust till parallel.
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Moving out from Parallel Parking
1. Move fwd and close to the front pole to ensure additional space behind when reversing.

2. Change the gear to ‘R’ (reverse). Half clutch, move and wheel should be fully locked to the left. Check the rear to see just when the car reaches the poles, return the wheel back to original position.

3. Signal right, turn the wheel right, check blind spot and move out. You should only return the wheel back left when F1 passes the left side mirror. Adjust car accordingly.
