Slope balancing
1. Once car has stopped completely, step on footbrake & clutch. Engage handbrake.

2. Switch to gear 1

3. Half clutch to biting point, do not release footbrake. Take note that on steeper slopes the car might roll back if the hand brake is not fully engaged.

4. Once biting point is felt, step on the accelerator pedal and give the car gas until it stops vibrating. (This is roughly around 2000rpm)

5. Perform the safety check before moving off, check the

- Front

- Back (Rear mirror)

- Side (According to direction that you are moving off)

- Blind spot (Turn to look over shoulder)

      6.   Confirm & signal right. Release the handbrake, check for other road users and move off.
